Abstract

The outbreak of World War Il in September 1939 had a negative impact not only on
the European continent, but also spread to most of the countries of Asia and Africa, in-
cluding Irag, because of its political and economic association with the British govern-
ment, which was one of the parties to the task in that war, especially that the Iragi gov-
ernments and The British held a treaty that organized the political, economic and military
relationship between them on 30 June 1930 and came into force after the end of the man-
date and the entry of Iraq League of Nations in 1932, but that the treaty was only a new
framework for the continuation of the British occupation The situation was exacerbated by
the arrival of the military to the helm of the government after the 1936 coup led by Bakr
Sidgi, which increased the fears of the British government and the strained relations be-
tween it and the Iragi government despite the recognition of the coup government This
was evident when World War Il broke out when the British government demanded that
Iraq abide by the provisions of the 1930 Treaty by declaring war on Germany. However,
the Iragi government In addition to the severing of diplomatic relations, the tension be-
tween the British and Iragi governments increased Italy's entry into the war with Germa-
ny. Irag refused to sever its diplomatic relations with it, but allowed the Italian govern-
ment to open its embassy in Baghdad, which Britain considered an act of hostility. Mili-
tary operation between the Iraqgi and British armies continued throughout the month of
May 1941, known as the historical sources of (the movement of Mayes) or (the movement
of Rashid Ali Kilani) or (the Iraq war the British second), and the brigade Dulaim, And
villages have the greatest share of those clashes, which left material and human destruc-
tion on the people of the judiciary in particular, and a brigade Dulaim and Iraq in general,
which ended with the occupation of Fallujah by British forces on the nineteenth of May /
May 1941. So there is a real desire to shed light on the position of Falluja from the mili-
tary battles that took place between the Iragi and British armies during the month above.

The study entitled "The Fallujah Position of the Mayes Movement in 1941" was di-
vided into four axes. The first axis was titled "The British-Iragi Treaties until 1930". It re-
ferred to the most important provisions of the 1930 Iraqi-British Treaty, which became
controversial. The second axis (Fallujah and the introductions of the Mais movement)
clarified the British government's request under the terms of the treaty above that Iraq de-
clare war on the Axis countries headed by Germany, which was rejected by the govern-
ment Iragi In particular, after Rashid Ali al-Kilani became prime minister and the anti-
British military leaders took control of Iraq, as well as the military and political prepara-
tions taken by the Iragi and British governments throughout April of the same year, and
their impact on the situation in the Fallujah district, and the authority of the third axis.
Under the title (Fallujah and the Second Iragi-British War), it shed light on the most im-
portant battles witnessed in the lands of Fallujah district, whether the center or its suburbs
and villages, and the role of the people of the judiciary in supporting the Iragi army
against the Iraqi forces. Atanih than the recent push to revenge them after the occupation
of the district center of death and destruction on the nineteenth of May / May 1941, and
the steps that have been taken after a full occupation of the land district of Fallujah until
the entry of British troops to Baghdad on the fifth of June of the same year.

The research tackles in detail the houses of Islamic worship and others in Fallujah since its
contemporary creation after the construction of the wooden Ottoman bridge in 1885. Then,
Ottoman Firman was issued in 1899-1900 to make the village of Fallujah a town to be the
administrative center of the surrounding area until the end of the monarchy in 1958. The re-
search sheds light on the houses of worship that reflect the reality of the town citizens and
convey a vivid picture of their faith and doctrine and the extent of their attachment to their
Creator as well as reflect their conducts, behaviors and daily treatments within their commu-
nities to get prosperity and achieve the teachings and guidance of their Creator and Prophet.

With the will and divine patronage, the contemporary town of Fallujah has been closely as-
sociated with its first mosque, founded in 1898 by Kazem Pasha (may Allah have mercy on
him) since it established. It also indicates that the interest of the early Fallujah people was in
mosques and this shows us their commitment and attachment to their religion besides their
love and adherence to their worship. Therefore, The first work they did was, coincided with
the beginning of the emergence of their town as a small village and then converted to the
town instead of Saglawiyah, the establishment of a mosque gathers them to following the
work of their Holy Prophet Muhammad( peace be upon him and his family) when he entered
the town of Yathrib as an immigrant. The first work was to build a mosque to be a centre
and show that the town life, pride, renaissance and education of its people start from the
mosque. As this blessed work has a divine secret to the emergence of the modern contempo-
rary town with auspicious blessing, as if it is a heavenly message to those who raise the re-
membrance of God, in reward May Allah raise his remembrance. Therefore, God raised the
mention of this town and made it a name and a universal acceptance despite the short life of
its founding.

Because of the great expansion of the town, other houses of worship were established, in-
cluding temple (the synagogue) which the people of Fallujah call (the Torah), in 1915, to be
the second house of worship in the contemporary town of Fallujah. This gives a clear mes-
sage to the importance of the Jews in Fallujah as well as shows the nature of the early people
of Fallujah did not have religious or sectarian intolerance. Accordingly, they did not oppose
the construction of a house of worship for a second religion, although it is a minority in a
Muslim region. This also shows that they lived in affection, compassion, peace and respect
for all religions and nationalities and there was no religious or sectarian rivalry among the
people.

The research also highlighted the wonderful and diverse Fallujian fabric at the beginning of
the formation of their contemporary town to form a diverse societal mosaic, as if it were a
miniature lraq describing its diversity in the depth of history. This religious diversity and
tolerance formed the first nucleus of the contemporary town of Fallujah, which grew and
prospered and expanded in short time. As a result of this expansion, other mosques were
built, namely Shaker al-Dahi Mosque which was founded in 1948, then Al-Siddig Mosque
which was founded in 1950, after that Al-Faroug Mosque which was founded in 1953. In
addition to small mosques scattered between the neighborhoods and houses of the town, such
as the Mulla Wahib Mosque which was founded in 1936, and later called the Mosque of
Saadoun, and the Mulla Ahmed Sarhan Abdali Mosque which was founded on the ruins of
the Siddig Mosque. The importance of this research is, in addition to what we said in a
statement, each house of worship will tell us the history of the emergence of the neighbor-
hood in which it was founded.

With the increasing of other mosques in the beginning of 1948 and beyond, it shows that
Fallujah had dramatically and rapidly expanded after the first 50 years of its inception. For
that, its inhabitants doubled for many reasons, and they started competing in the construction
and reconstruction of mosques in their town until the town became called the town of
mosques and the town of the gloried people for the many built-in mosques.

Fallujah pontoon bridges were not just crossings installed to join the west and east
banks of the Euphrates River. They actually represented a vital link in the land transport net-
work that connected Iraq to the outside world in the eastern Mediterranean and beyond.
With the growing of Fallujah's economic role on the international commercial map in the late
15th and early 16th centuries, its pontoon bridges occupied a paramount significance either
commercially or militarily. In fact, the Ottomans consistently sought to install such pontoon
bridges on the Euphrates banks in Fallujah.
